When Disaster Strikes!

	We want to thank all of you for your tremendous support of the fire department and your firefighters. Day and night we are here for you when you call, to the best of our abilities. Many of you have expressed how informative this article has been and I am ecstatic that you think so. I hope to continue this article with new information and tips for you and your family. This month we are going to cover a few programs available to the community that many people don’t know about. These programs not only support your community, but your fire department as well. 
	The first program we will cover is Firemed. Firemed is a supplemental insurance that is secondary to whatever insurance you have. An ambulance bill can easily be over $2,000, which is the last thing that someone wants to deal with after having an emergency, being in an ambulance, and spending time in the hospital. Firemed helps alleviate the cost of an ambulance or an air ambulance if you were in an emergency situation that required either. Your insurance gets billed for the trip and then whatever is not covered goes to Firemed and you never see another bill. There are two very affordable levels of service that Firemed provides. Basic Firemed covers ground ambulance transports for only $60 a year. Firemed Plus covers ground ambulance as well as air ambulance services for only $120 a year. The best part is it covers everyone in the household! You, a spouse, dependent children, and elderly or disabled family members living in the house could get this coverage for as little as $1.15 a week. For more information or an application, you can visit www.lifeflight.org or pick up a pamphlet at city hall or the fire station.
	Next, the fire department is introducing a new program. We are now accepting donations of cars for training purposes. This helps us get the training we need to safely cut into, support, and lift vehicles to rescue trapped people. This is invaluable education for firefighters because the time to learn or try new things is not when someone’s life hangs in the balance. If you would like to donate a car, it has to have a title and keys. The title must be signed over at the time of the donation and when we are finished with it we will scrap the cars. This gives a small amount of money as well as the learning experience. Another bonus is that it can help clean up the community by getting some of the non running cars out of driveways and makes more space for you! 
	The last program we will talk about is fire protection contracts. If you live outside of city limits, you don’t pay taxes to the fire department. You may think this is a bonus for you because you are saving money. Unfortunately, that is not the case.  Those of you who live in the urban growth boundary area, Dodson/ Warrendale, or Wyeth are still protected by the Cascade Locks Fire Department but if you ever had an emergency, you would be billed for our services. You may be thinking, “oh, that’ll never happen to me. I won’t need a fire truck at my house.” However, a lot of the homes in this area are older houses with dense vegetation around it. You most likely do not have fire insurance to help cover the cost either. So you would be billed directly for services, equipment, time, and firefighters which could be tens of thousands of dollars. Fire protection contracts allow you to buy coverage for suppression activities based on the county assessed value of your property. The rate is $2 per thousand or $125, whichever is greater. For more information, contact city hall. Applications will be mailed out with your May bills. Coverage takes effect July 1 and is good for one year before you must renew to keep coverage. 
	Again, we thank you for all of your support to the fire department. We couldn’t do what we do without you. We want you to have to worry about as little as possible when an emergency finds you. Taking safeguards for yourself and your family is one of the greatest gifts that you can give. Invest in yourself, your family, your friends, and your community.
