When Disaster Strikes!

	This month public safety agencies up and down the west coast are bringing awareness to the Cascadia Subduction Zone event. This is a predicted 9.0 earthquake with tsunami and associated aftershocks that are expected to impact the west coast of North America any time. Experts say it could be the worst natural disaster in the history of North America. We will cover some history of this event and some ways you can prepare your family for this potentially devastating event.
The Cascadia Subduction Zone is a fault line that stretches 700 miles along the west coast from Vancouver Island, BC to Cape Medocino, CA. This fault line has already produced the largest earthquake in the history of the continental United States. January 26, 1700 is the last time this fault line reminded us of its presence and it sent a tsunami wave across the pacific that destroyed many coastal villages in Japan. The Cascadia has the potential to deliver an earthquake almost 30 times more energetic than the San Andreas Fault line in California; with a side of tsunami, please! Scientists have found a layer of sand that covered a forest floor near Copalis Beach, WA that they say is proof of a massive tsunami caused by the rupture of the Cascadia in 1700.
Most of us have experienced an earthquake or two in our lifetime. Maybe more if you’re from California. They tend to last 15-30 seconds and scare people pretty good, as well as sometimes cause damage to local infrastructure depending on the size of the earthquake. A 9.0 earthquake can last around three minutes and will feel like forever. It would cause major damage to bridges, roads, and critical infrastructure (like a dam, for example), as well as cause major landslides and, don’t forget, a tsunami. It will be nearly impossible to get anywhere or contact anyone that isn’t within walking distance of your location. Scientists say that there is really no way to predict when Cascadia will rupture again because it is not an easily visible line like San Andreas. In fact, it lies on the ocean floor and goes under the North American tectonic plate.
So what can you do to prepare? 

1. Have your emergency kit. Make sure you are diligent about keeping it updated and make sure it is in a sturdy, water proof container. Understand that critical infrastructure, including hospitals, clean water, sewer, electricity, police, fire/ EMS, and cell phones/ internet will be minimal or non-existent. It could take days for help to reach you. 
2. Have an emergency plan in place so you can locate family. Flooding, looting, fire, and medical emergencies will be huge issues, especially in the first few days following this event. 
3. Learn some basic survival skills and be prepared to part with your home and objects inside. Getting to a safe place and being able to sustain yourself there until help comes is going to be imperative to survival of an epic event such as this. 

With luck we will not see this event in our lifetime. However, teaching our children and grandchildren how they can survive means that when it comes- people will be ready.
