· Candidates must be registered to vote within the City for 12 continuous months immediately preceding the election.   
· Candidates cannot be an employee of the City unless their position is substantially volunteer in nature.  
· Candidates cannot be a candidate in a single election for more than one elective office and cannot serve simultaneously in more than one public elective office.

· Mayor - 2 year term and
· Four Councilor positions - 3- four year terms and 1 - two year term

City Senior Sewer Subsidy

In June of each year the City offers a discount on the basic sewer charge to qualifying senior citizens.  The discount is half of the basic sewer rate, $22.70, per month.  Applications for the subsidy are available at City Hall office.  To be eligible for the discount, you must be at least 65 years of age, hold a utility account with the City of Cascade Locks, fall within the federal low income guidelines and provide proof of income.  Proof of income would include 2015 Taxes or 3 months of bank statements.  Applications will be taken beginning June 1st until June 30th, however, only the first eleven qualifying applicants will be accepted.

Cascade Locks Health Center Proposal

The Hood River County Health Department (in partnership with the Hood River County School District, Mid-Columbia Center for Living, and One Community Health) is applying for state grant funds to support creating a school-based health center at Cascade Locks Elementary School.
What will the Cascade Locks Health Center be?
· A small health center that will offer physical, mental, and oral health services at the Cascade Locks Elementary School
· Staffed with a team that includes a family nurse practitioner, medical assistant, behavioral health provider, dental hygienist/assistant, registered nurse, Medicaid outreach and enrollment specialist, and receptionist
· Open during school hours to serve the needs of the students and their family. Open to the overall community after elementary students are released for the day. The center will remain open year-round.
· Medically sponsored by One Community Health
· A health center funded by state & federal funds, insurance billing, and donations
· A place where all students and community members can receive care, regardless of their ability to pay
The Hood River County Health Department expects the School Health Center to be open no later than June, 2017.
