Elevated Levels of Copper Detected in Water Samples

During water quality testing within the City of Cascade Locks, elevated levels of copper have been detected within some older homes in the Community. Copper is both an indicator of corrosive water and a contaminate that may cause health problems; however, it is not as dangerous as lead. The City has also tested for lead in the City’s drinking water at the same time. Lead was either not detected or below regulated levels. 
The City is currently investigating the problem, conducting additional tests and determining if a water treatment solution is needed. 

The water delivered to your home does not contain high levels of copper and lead. The problem is caused by corrosion of the plumbing in some homes. This is particularly true when water is left in a plumbing fixture (faucet) for an extended period of time.
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In 1991, the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) established rules for controlling lead and copper levels in public water supplies. Since that time, water systems across the country have been routinely sampling water in the homes of their customers to determine if there is a problem. Water is one of the ways that copper may enter our bodies. The EPA has established an "action level" for copper in drinking water. This action level is exceeded if results are greater than 1.3 mg/l for copper (or 1.3 parts per million) and/or 0.015 mg/l for lead (or 15 parts per billion). Copper in drinking water can cause both short-term and long-term health issues if consumed at levels above the ‘Action Level’. The EPA action level is developed assuming that a person may drink up to 1 gallon of water per day for 70 years (their entire lifetime).

[bookmark: _GoBack]Copper is an essential element for living organisms, including humans, and in small amounts - necessary in our diet to ensure good health. However, too much copper can cause adverse health effects, including vomiting, diarrhea, stomach cramps, and nausea.

The human body has a natural mechanism for maintaining the proper level of copper in it. However, children under one year old have not yet developed this mechanism and, as a result, are more vulnerable to the toxic effects of copper. People with chronic health problems should consult with their physician.
