· Candidates must have been a resident of the City for a continuous period of 12 months immediately preceding the election, and must continue residency during any term of office.  
· Candidates must be registered to vote within the City for 12 continuous months immediately preceding the election.   
· Candidates cannot be an employee of the City unless their position is substantially volunteer in nature.  
· Candidates cannot be a candidate in a single election for more than one elective office and cannot serve simultaneously in more than one public elective office.

· Mayor - 2 year term and
· Four Councilor positions - 3- four year terms and 1 - two year term
Deadline to file as a Candidate for Mayor or City Council is
5:00 PM, Friday, August 26, 2016.

June 1:  	First day for candidates to file prospective petition declaring candidacy for November General Election.
Aug. 26: 	Deadline for candidates to complete filing with City Recorder.
Aug. 29: 	Election signs may be put in place on private property.
Sep. 2: 		Last Day for Candidate to file withdrawal of candidacy.
Sep. 12: 	Last day to file candidate statements for inclusion in County Voter’s Pamphlet.
Nov. 8: 		General Election
Nov. 16:  	Election signs must be removed from private property.

IT’S AN EXCITING TIME TO BE IN CASCADE LOCKS!

Summer is a great time of year in the Gorge and this year is no exception.  As I write this article for the newsletter it is 85 degrees outside and there are more than 100 small sailboats on the river enjoying the wind and the water.  The Pacific Crest Trail through-hikers have arrived (and left) on their arduous journey from Mexico to Canada.  One is even trying to hike the Appalachian Trail, the Pacific Crest Trail, and the Continental Divide Trail all in one year!  We are close to two dozen through-hikers already this year.  These are hardy souls of all walks of life who are fascinating people to meet and talk to.

But there are other reasons to be excited for Cascade Locks this year. Over the last three years the Port of Cascade Locks and the City of Cascade Locks have worked together to bring economic development to our community.  We have new businesses, Brigham’s Fish Market, Jumpin’ Jacks Java, the Country Store, the Renewal Workshop, Smokey Mountain Logistics, Keep On Truckin’, and Thunder Island Brewery that have come to town and added to our economy.  We have businesses that have expanded such as Bear Mountain Wood Products.  We have had ownership changes that have welcomed new energy at the Bridgeside Restaurant and the Best Western Plus Columbia River Inn.  Together these companies have brought jobs to the community which has lowered our unemployment rate from a high of 19.5% in January 2015 to 13.3% in May of 2016.

Housing options are expanding in town.  Osprey Development from Vancouver has purchased the Windsong and Wasco Creek subdivisions.  Eight new homes in Windsong have been built (or are being built) and all have sold.  New homes are being built on Riverview Street, on Moody Street, in the Shahala subdivision, and on Forest Lane.  18 residential building permits have been issued over the last 18 months!  

The Friends of the Historical Museum are also excited.  Three years ago this volunteer board formed to run the Museum with limited resources.  The group had $14,000 in the bank.  Printing new brochures, hiring competent volunteers, doing various fundraisers including the annual Magical History Tour (to be held on October 7 this year at $50 per ticket), have helped raise awareness and money to support the museum operations.  The group still has about $14,000 to run the museum, but they also have over $20,000 in the Gorge Community Foundation!  Visitors and donations are increasing!

The City is still working on the engineering for the Water System Improvement Project.  New water mains, a new reservoir, and a new well will be done before next summer.  In partnership with the Oregon Parks and Recreation Department and the Oregon Department of Transportation the City will refurbish Overlook Park and the crosswalk at Regulator Street in front of the Post Office.

The Port has adopted a ten-year plan that, when complete, will allow the Bridge of the Gods another 50 years of useful life.  Marine Park has never looked better nor been as well used as it is this summer.

The proof is in the pudding.  Here’s the pudding.  Interest in Cascade Locks for living and building a business, from a small technology firm to a large destination resort, has never been higher.  Our downtown commercial area will be stretching to the east as developers look to grow retail shops and residential apartments.
