When Disaster Strikes!

	The summer is slowly drawing to a close and best things about fall have finally arrived. Soon the relentless winter rain will be upon us again. Now is a great time to start preparing for winter. Many resources predict this winter to be one of the worst winters in recent history, with snow, ice, and lots of rain. Prepping early could save you a lot of stress later. Below you will find a few ways that you can get your family ready for this winter season.
	Many people don’t think about prepping their house until it’s too late. However, if you do it sooner rather than later then you won’t have to be fighting the weather to catch up. Make sure your gutters are clean and stay that way. With the falling leaves and pine trees, gutters get clogged up easily and we usually find out in the middle of a rain storm as our gutter overflows. Clean the moss off your roof. Moss has a way of quickly destroying roofs and causing leaks into the house. You can treat your roof depending on what it’s made of to help prevent moss and leaks. Wrap up your water pipes and cover faucets. No one likes to have to repair broken pipes after a freeze or pay the associated water bill because a pipe leaked for days before it was found. Covering windows with curtains inside and/or clear plastic sheeting on the outside can help keep your heat bill down and your home warmer. 
	Your car is also very important to prepare for winter. Get your car a full service and tune up. This will ensure that it runs its best on those very cold days. Also allowing your car to warm up before driving it can help the longevity of your problem free ownership of your car. Make sure your tires have enough tread and are suitable for safely driving in snow and ice. Putting studded tires on your car when the state allows them will give you added traction on those days that look okay but have hidden ice patches on the road that you didn’t see.
	Finally, making or updating your emergency kit will be very important. Make sure you have fresh batteries, unexpired food, current medications, plenty of candles, and water or ways to treat your water for drinking- just in case. Creating an emergency kit that will get you through the first 72 hours of an emergency or long power outage could be one of the greatest gifts you give yourself. After the first day of a major disaster or outage, we begin to be afraid of the long term effects. An emergency kit can help you feel secure until help can find you or until the problem is mitigated. If you need help creating a kit, you can refer to previous articles for items, supplies, storage, etc. 
	Being prepared in the event of an emergency can bring you and your family a great level of comfort. Knowing you will be okay in the event of a disaster or that you are not trapped during a weather event can help you mentally prepare as well. In our society where electronics reign supreme, we tend to panic when we no longer have access to the confining freedom of those devices give us so we must gather resources early to avoid the panic. As the Boy Scouts say, “Be Prepared.” If you have any questions you can contact the fire station or look at our website for more ideas on preparedness.
