Regular Sewer Rate Season has begun for residential customers only.  From Nov. 1 through Apr. 30 the sewer rate is determined by the utility customer’s water usage.  If the customer consumes 10,000 gallons of water or less in a month, the sewer rate is $45.40 per month.  If over 10,000 gallons is used, the sewer rate is $8.77 per 1000 gallons.  For example, if the customer has consumed 11,000 gallons of water, 11 X $8.77=$96.47.  Please check your home for leaking faucets, toilets, and/or outside spigots as this may cause an increase in your sewer rate.

Mid Columbia Community Action will be at City Hall to help seniors and people with disabilities apply for winter heating assistance on Tuesday, Nov. 8 and Tuesday, Nov. 22, from 9:00 am to 4:00 pm.  Please call CAP to make an appointment at 541-386-4027.  The general population needing help with winter heating bills may call after Dec. 1 to set up an appointment.  CAP will also be at City Hall on Dec. 9 and 20. 

City Hall will be closed on Nov. 11 for Veterans Day and Nov. 24/25 for the Thanksgiving holiday.  If you have an electrical outage, please call the emergency power outage paging system at 541-374-8911.  Leave your name, physical address and contact phone number.  The paging system will immediately dispatch the Electric Department.  If you have a water emergency, please contact the Hood River Co. Sheriff at 541-386-2711.  The dispatcher will contact the City Public Works Department.

I worked nine years for Cascade Locks Lumber Company; worked maintenance at Bonneville Dam for 23 years and at John Day Dam for 4 years. While working at the dams I volunteered with the Cascade Locks EMS for 30 years. I managed and directed the ambulance department for about 20 of those years.  I reached the certification level of Paramedic and provided Cascade Locks with advance life support.   I spent two 13 month tours in Afghanistan working as a Construction Representative for the US Army Corps of Engineers.   
During the time of managing the ambulance I worked with several City Administrators and City councils. I was on the Oregon Volunteer Ambulance Association to promote better conditions for volunteer ambulance departments. I also worked towards bringing much needed change to Oregon EMS .
My biggest concern is the ambulance department. The fire department, to me, comes second. The reasons are simple. If my house burns down, because a fire truck doesn’t respond in time, it is insured and we will replace it. My wife is insured too, but if she died because an ambulance didn’t respond in time, there is no replacing her.  Also 95% of dispatches are EMS. As a Councilman I will do all I can to help reobtain a viable emergency medical service in Cascade Locks.



For Mayor (Vote for 1):
