Cycle Oregon Funds Wayfinding Signs in Cascade Locks

The City of Cascade Locks was notified today the Cycle Oregon Fund of The Oregon Community Foundation will fund signage and an information kiosk in the Overlook Park in the center of town.  This information will be available to all bikers, hikers, and tourists using the Historic Columbia River Highway which is the main street through town.  

Cascade Locks is in the center of the Columbia River Gorge and straddles the Historic Columbia River Highway (HCRH), now Oregon Highway 30.  In town it is called WaNaPa Street, meaning “road by the river”.  With the completion of a major section of the HCRH last year, bikers and hikers can travel from Troutdale to Cascade Locks without having to walk or ride on I-84.

This $4,000 grant is part of the Gorge Hubs Projects, which is a partnership of six Historic Columbia River Highway cities who are developing bike/ped rest areas and welcome centers (Hubs) in their downtown cores to serve locals and visitors traveling along the Historic Columbia River Highway. Travel Oregon recently funded the design of a wayfinding panel that, once installed in each Hub, will serve as the anchor feature to create a cohesive and recognizable Hub trail system, will display maps of the HCRH State Trail, and will inform users about available local services and other recreational opportunities nearby.
