Open Burning: You may burn in barrels or piles that are no bigger than 10 feet in diameter.  No burning of garbage or toxic materials such as furniture, aerosol cans or tires.  No burning on windy days.  You must have a valid 2020 burn permit.  Permits can be obtained at City Hall Office for a fee of $10.00.  The permit is good for the calendar year.  

Low Income Energy Assistance Program:  Get help with winter heating costs whether you heat with electricity, wood, oil or propane.  Call Mid-Columbia Community Action to make an appointment for energy assistance (541-386-4027).  You must provide the following information at the time of your appointment:

· Identification for all adults in the household.
· Names and Birthdates for all household members.
· Social Security Cards for all household members is encouraged.
· Income verification for the past 30 days for all household members.
· Your most current heating bill and your electric bill.

Mid-Columbia Community Action can help with weatherization costs, furnace tune ups including heating repair and replacement and rent assistance.  The Hood River Office is located at 606 State Street 1B.
