1. Call to Order/Pledge of Allegiance

Mayor Tom Cramblett called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

2. Approval of April 21, 2014 minutes

Sandra Kelley moved to approved the minutes.  Gary Munkhoff seconded the motion.  Motion carried 8-0.

3. Answer to Committee Questions:

City Administrator Gordon Zimmerman explained the OMEU Board Minutes and Expenses.  The Committee felt the minutes were informative and helpful.  The City Council has already directed staff to provide the minutes from the OMEU board meetings to the Council.

Mr. Zimmerman also explained the Transient Room Tax Calculation and provided the ordinance and payment form for the Finance Committees review.  The Committee briefly reviewed the definitions in the ordinance and the application of those definitions to the form.  No changes to the form were requested.

4. Forensic Accountant Fire Hall Report

5. Review of Electric Department Operations and Finances

The Committee briefly reviewed the electric department expenditures and requested the following information:

a. Can the Committee receive the April 30, 2014, financial statements for the Electric Department?
b. Can the City transfer the electric power to the Pyramid Substation in order to avoid the Low Voltage Distribution Charge from the BPA?
c. What is the $578.12 payment to the Public Utility District from July 10, 2013 under Contract Services – EL Cap Projects?

6. Other Matters and Concerns

After the last meeting Sandra Kelley asked for the time sheets that the administrative staff has been maintaining for this year.  City Administrator Zimmerman had sent the five summary pages for the staff in the committee packet.  Of great concern to the Committee was the amount of time in paid time off.  After the review the Committee has asked for the following:

a. A copy of the Personnel Handbook
b. A report by employee of paid time off broken down by type and amount of vacation accrual
c. A copy of the weekly time sheet form that staff fills out

City Administrator Zimmerman explained the billing practice of Hood River Garbage and the $1 late charge assessed to customers with late payments.  It was pointed out that the potential for late charges is increased because the payment center is in California.  To avoid that charge, the payment must be received in Hood River prior to the end of the month.

Sandra Kelley suggested that the Sewer Fund which just paid off one long-term debt channel the money for that payment into the long-term debt for the sewer bond.  It was suggested that she make that recommendation to the Budget Committee when it meets.
