COVID-19: Stay Home, Save Lives

State of Emergency: Mayor Tom Cramblett declared a state of emergency for the CoVid-19 pandemic on March 19. This gives the City some options for procurement and potentially qualifies the City for FEMA reimbursement should that become available. We do not know when the restrictions to our normal routines will be lifted, but we encourage our citizens to participate in the following practices:

1. Wash your hands thoroughly and frequently.
2. Practice Social Distancing, stay more than 6’ from those around you.
3. Stay home if you are sick.
4. Cover coughs and sneezes. 
5. Clean and disinfect frequently touched surfaces every day.
Taking these simple precautions can slow the spread of the virus. Stay home. Stay safe. Thank you for your cooperation.

City Hall is Closed to the public until further notice to protect our employees who keep the water flowing, the sewer operating, and the power on. Thank you for your understanding. Please make your utility payments in one of three ways:

· on line at cascade-locks.or.us (2.5% surcharge or a minimum of $2.00), 
· mailing the check to PO Box 308, Cascade Locks, OR 97014, or 
· by dropping your payment into the drop box located at the southeast corner of building next to the downstairs entrance on Cascade Avenue. 
For after hours or holiday emergency power outages call the emergency power outage paging system at 541-374-8911.  Leave your name, physical address and contact phone number.  The paging system will dispatch the Electrical Department personnel.  For water or sewer emergencies, call the Hood River Co. Sheriff’s Dispatch at 541-386-2711.  They will contact the City Public Works on call personnel.  

Meetings: City Hall will be open to the public for City Council, Planning Commission, and Budget Committee meetings only. Social distancing will be required. The City Council may hold its regular meetings, but we will limit the number of people in the room to 10. Some City Councilors may call in to the meeting. Please submit any written comments to the City Administrator (gzimmerman@cascade-locks.or.us) prior to 5:00 p.m. the day of the meeting. The meeting for May is scheduled for Monday, May 11. (May 25, our other normal Council meeting is Memorial Day.) Please check the website (cascade-locks.or.us) or notice boards in the Columbia Market or the US Post Office for official notices or agendas.

WaNaPa Handicap Ramp Construction: The Oregon Department of Transportation (ODOT) has contracted with Corpac Construction Company of Portland to rebuild the handicap access ramps on WaNaPa Street from the intersection at Tollhouse Road to the intersection at Forest Lane. The construction is scheduled to begin May 4 and end by July 31.  With the CoVid-19 pandemic, however, the construction time may be extended to comply with any government restrictions aimed at curbing the spread of the virus. Your patience with traffic control measures will be greatly appreciated.
Hood River County Health Department Announcement: When the CoVid-19 pandemic allows us to return to buildings that have been shuttered for a lengthy period of time, the potential exists that other illnesses may result from stagnant water. The Center for Disease Control offers the following checklist:
1. Ensure your water heater is properly maintained and the temperature is correctly set to at least 120 degrees. (To prevent scalding the temperature should be less than 130 degrees.)
2. Flush you water system through all points of use such as sinks and showers. Flush until the hot water reaches its maximum temperature.
3. Clean all decorative water features.
4. Ensure hot tubs/spas are safe for use.
5. If the building is a commercial or industrial user, ensure safety equipment including fire sprinklers, eye wash stations, and safety showers are clean and well maintained.

Please have your yard debris pile at a location where the dump truck and backhoe can easily access it.  Piles placed after May 11 may not be picked up if Public Works crew has already passed by your location.  This service is for YARD DEBRIS only.   Cascade Locks residents can dump yard debris only at the City burn pile located at the City Sewer Treatment Plant, 105 NE Herman Creek Lane.  The burn pile is open every Tuesday and Thursday from 8:30 a.m. – 3:00 p.m.
