FISH Food Bank:. The Food Bank will be open on Wednesday, June 24, from 11:30 am to 4:00 pm and Saturday, June 27, from 10:00 am to 12:30 pm for pick up.

WaNaPa Handicap Ramp Construction: The Oregon Department of Transportation (ODOT) has contracted with Corpac Construction Company of Portland to rebuild the handicap access ramps on WaNaPa Street from the intersection at Tollhouse Road to the intersection at Forest Lane. The construction has started and will continue through the summer.  Your patience with traffic control measures will be greatly appreciated.
Burn Permits: Burning hours are 6:00 am – 11:00 am only. The burn ban will go in to affect July 1. Burn Permits are available at City Hall Office for $10.00.  Permits are for burn barrels and yard debris piles of no larger than 10 feet in diameter and 10 feet high.  Commercial Burn Permits for piles larger than 10X10 feet are available and require an onsite inspection by the Cascade Locks Fire Department prior to burning.  Do not burn rubber products, tires, plastic, garbage, petroleum and petroleum treated materials, asphalt, roofing, industrial waste and any other materials that create dense smoke or noxious odors.   Cascade Locks residents can dump yard debris only at the City Burn Pile every Tuesday and Thursday, 8:30 am - 3:00 pm at 105 NE Herman Creek Lane.
2020 Census: The 2020 Census is underway. It is vitally important for all Cascade Locks residents to be counted. If you get your mail at a Post Office Box, you will NOT receive a questionnaire in the mail. Consider Serving Your Community on the Cascade Locks City Council: Three Councilor positions for four-year terms and Mayor, a two-year term, are open in November.  Candidates must have been a registered voter and resident of the City for the 12 months immediately preceding the election.  First day to file for Mayor or City Councilor is June 3, 2020. The deadline to file is 5:00 p.m., August 21, 2020.  For a full candidate packet, contact Kathy Woosley, City Recorder/Elections Officer, at City Hall.  

Senior Sewer Subsidy:  In June of each year the City offers a discount on the basic sewer charge to qualifying senior citizens.  The discount is half of the basic sewer rate, $22.70 per month. Applications for the subsidy are available on the City’s website or phone City Hall and we will mail one to you.  Eligibility qualifications are on the application which will be accepted from June 1 to June 30. Senior Sewer Subsidy is available to a limited number of applicants on a first come first qualifying basis.  

Limited Library Opening: Curbside Pickup Services will be scheduled at the Cascade Locks branch Tuesday 2:00 pm - 6:00 pm and Saturday 10:00 am - 2:00 pm. In order to pick up materials through this service, library patrons will be asked to place holds on their library cards through the library’s online catalog or by calling the branch directly (541) 374-9317. Holds may take longer to fill due to library materials being quarantined upon return. If patrons are not sure which items they want, library staff may be able to recommend items that suit their interests. Pickups are limited to 15 items total. Summer Irrigation Rate: Each year from May 1 until October 31, the City grants an irrigation rate to residential customers only.  A water customer with sewer service can use as much water as they want without an increase in the sewer rate.  Water is $2.50 per 1000 gallons used and sewer is $45.40 per month.
