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Call to Order/Pledge of Allegiance/Roll Call. Council President Bobby Walker called the meeting

to order at 7:00 PM. CM's Groves, Randall, Fitzpatrick (via phone), Busdieker, Rutherford and Walker
were present. Mayor Cramblett was excused. Also present were City Administrator Gordon
Zimmerman, City Recorder Kathy Woosley, Finance Officer Marianne Bump, Ray Cless, Bernard
Seeger, Aurora delVal, Heidi Jiminez, and Camera Operator Betty Rush.,

Additions or amendments to the Agenda. CA Zimmerman said he would like to add Agenda Item 5. f.
Approve Resolution No. 13359 declaring the City of Cascade Locks’ concerns and opposition to rail
transportation of crude oil through the City of Cascade Locks and the Columbia River Gorge.

Motion: CM Groves moved, seconded by CM Randall, to approve the Consent Agenda. The motion
passed unanimously by CM's Groves, Randall, Fitzpatrick, Walker, Busdicker, and Rutherford.

Public Hearings:
a. Budget FY 2016/2017. CP Walker opened the hearing at 7:02 PM.

CA Zimmerman said the budget has been passed by the Budget Commitiee. He explained a couple
of changes since the review of the Budget Committee, which include moving the loan of the digger
derrick from capital reserve to the operating fund. He said this change was recommended from the

‘Auditor. He said the other change reflects not being able fo get the delivery of the new truck for the

Electric Department in this fiscal year. He said it has been taken out of this fiscal years’ budget and
put into 2016/2017 budget and then adjusted the beginning fund balances.

CM Busdieker asked if the Council could make a motion to set electric rates in order to address a
citizens” concerns. CA Zimmerman said she could make a motion during the action item portlon of the

agenda.

Hearing no testimony, CP Walker closed the Budget Hearing at 7:04 PM.

b. Revenue Sharing. CP Walker opened the hearing at 7:05 PM. CA Zimmerman said this public
hearing is required to accept the $8,000 in revenue sharing from the State of Oregon. Hearing no
testimony, CP Walker closed the hearing at 7:06 PM. '

Action Items:

a. Appointment to Committees. None.

b. Approve Resolution No. 1356 Declaring the City’s Election to Receive State Revenues.
Motion: CM Groves moved, seconded by CM Randall, to approve Resolution No. 1356 to elect to
receive State Revenue Sharing. The motion passed unanimously by CM’s Groves, Randall, Fitzpatrick,

Walker, Busdicker, and Rutherford.
c. Approve Resolution No. 1357 Adopting the Municipal Corporate Budget for FY

© 2016/2017, Making Appropriations, Authorizing Expenditures and Levying Taxes. CA

Zimmerman said this is the budget that includes the changes mentioned earlier during the public hearing.
He said normally in June there are resolutions that will come before Council to make adjustments to the
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cutrent year budget so as not to violate budget law. He said this year due to staff’s hard work there are
no adjustments to be made. Motion: CM Randall moved, seconded by CM Groves, to approve
Resolution No. 1357 adopting the Municipal Corporate Budget for FY 2016/2017, making
appropriations, and authorizing expenditures and levying taxes.

CM Busdieker said she wanted to discuss the rate setting. CA Zimmerman explained that should be a
separate action item that we can add as 5.g.

The motion passed unanimously by CM's Groves, Randall, Fitzpatrick, Walker, Busdieker, and
Rutherford.

d. Renew 1GA Between MCEDD and City of Cascade Locks. CA Zimmerman explained that
MCEDD staffs the Joint Work Group on Economic Development. He said the City is billed

quarterly for the $1,000 fee to staff that committee. CP Walker asked if Council could talk about some
of the other things that MCEDD does for the City. CA Zimmerman said he would ask Amanda to come
to a future meeting. Motion: CM Busdieker moved, seconded by CM Randall, to renew the IGA
between MCEDD and the City of Cascade Locks. The motion passed unanimously by CM's Groves,
Randall, Fitzpatrick, Walker, Busdieker, and Rutherford.

e, Approve Special Event Winery Application for PCT Days Event, CM Groves asked if more
than one establishment could obtain licenses for the same event. CA Zimmerman said yes. Motion:

CM Busdieker moved, seconded by CM Rutherford, to approve the Special Event Winery

Application by Naked Winery for the PCT Days Event. The motion passed unanimously by CM's
Groves, Randall, Fitzpatrick, Walker, Busdieker, and Rutherford.

f. Approve Resolution No. 1359 Declaring the City of Cascade Locks’ Concerns and
Opposition to Rail Transportation of Crude Qil Through the City of Cascade Locks and the
Columbia River Gorge (added). CA Zimmerman said Mayor Cramblett directed a resolution be
written addressing the crude oil being transported through Cascade Locks and the Columbia River
Gorge. CM Randall said there are a lot of people in the park all day and he works in the park. He said if
that were to happen here there would be people right in the middle of it. CM Busdieker said she is happy
that the Mayor directed Council to approve a resolution. She said she spent a lot of time in Mosier last
week. She said Mosier is one of our fellow river communities and it could have been Cascade Locks’
fate just as easily. She said it wasn’t windy that day and that most of the oil went into the City’s
wastewater system and not into the Columbia River. She said she knew it wasn’t a matter of if, but
when, something like this would happen. CM Busdieker said Council has a duty to provide safety to our
citizens and visitors. She said Council also has a duty to protect the Columbia River as part of the Treaty
of 1855. She said Cascade Locks has no direct benefit to the coal trains coming through Cascade Locks.

CP Walker said it isn’t just crude oil that comes through Cascade Locks. He said Cascade Locks is

in a very precarious location between the river and freeway. He said he got caught up in the traffic
from the Mosier incident. He said it is very important to recognize that we don’t have the man power
to deal with this kind of situation. CM Randall reminded everyone that there are all kinds of hazardous

materials that are transported through the Gorge by rail.

Motion: CM Groves moved, seconded by CM Busdieker, to approve Resolution No. 1359. The motion
passed unanimously by CM's Groves, Randall, Fitzpatrick, Walker, Busdieker, and Rutherford. CM
Fitzpatrick said he would like to see a movement that forces UPRR to get the necessary equipment
here to handle such an event.

CA Zimmerman said in response to CM Busdieker’s earlier request for rates, the Council sets rates by
resolution. He said he could bring that resolution to the next meeting to be reaffirmed.
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6. Appearance of Interested Citizens to Share a Variety of Perspectives on Issues Facing Our
Community. Bernard Seeger said he has resided in Cascade Locks for the past nine years and is here to

comment on the spring water bottling plan and any other beverage facilities that would show an interest
in Cascade Locks. He said he was the City Administrator for the City of Cascade Locks from 2007-2011
and is intimately familiar with the specifics of this project.

He said he wanted to start by trying to deconstruct what he thought to be the biggest urban myth being
spread around during the recent ballot measure. He said the myth is that Nestlé came to Cascade Locks
because they felt they could prey on the natural resources of a small helpless rural community. Mr.
Seeger reported that a journalist with the Wall Street Journal interviewed several people on this project
including a representative from Food and Water Watch. He quoted, “Accuses Nestlé of targeting towns
that are economically depressed.” He said he was here at the beginning of the project and is telling
Council and the community that that is a completely false characterization as to why they came here. He

said there were four reasons that Nestlé came to Cascade Locks:

Nestlé needs an abundant source of high quality spring water
Industrial property

High capacity transportation corridor to move their product to market
Nestlé needs a market fo sell the product

Mr. Seeger said Cascade Locks has all four of these in remarkable abundance. He said there are over
200 acres of industrial land and over 10 cubic feet per second of water right out of Oxbow Springs
which is replenished every year by 75 to 150 inches of rain. He said in the 22 square mile water shed
there are 28.6 to 47.7 billions of gallons of rain falling into the water shed every year, Mr. Seeger said
1-84 is the most efficient east-west corridor in the west coast. He said you don’t have to travel over the
Cascade Mountains and you have close access to the Portland/Seattle/and I-5 Corridor markets. He
said these are the real reasons Nestlé is interested in coming to Cascade Locks. He said Nestlé is here

because we have a competitive advantage in all these attributes.

Mr. Seeger said he now wanted to speak about the recent ballot measure. He said a reporter asked a
proponent of the ballot measure wliy would the community need a ballot measure when there is an
elective board that is charged with the economic resource needs of the community, He said the
proponent responded that the Council had been tone deaf to the demands of the opponents of this

' project. Mr. Seeger said when a Council is tone deaf to false facts that is good governance, He said if
the opponents would have verifiable and accurate data against the project it would be welcomed. He
said the comments about this project hurting fish, farms in Hood River Valley, or a threat to water
security is not factual. He said another comment being made is that fully benefitted jobs with
healthcare and retirement security aren’t “good jobs”. He said his hope is that until the proponents
present factual arguments against Nestlé that Council would continue moving forward with this project
and bring sustainable good paying economic development to our community.

7. Reports and Presentations:
a. City Committees. CM Randall said there have been a lot of burglaries in Cascade Locks and

urged neighbors to watch ouf for each other. ,
b. City Administrator Zimmerman Reporf. CA Zimmerman gave his report (Exhibit A).

8. Mayor and City Council Comments. CM Rutherford thanked Mr. Seeger for his comments. CM
Busdieker thanked Cloe Shewey(?) for taking the time to research water bottling and report back to
Council. She said it is great that young people are taking an interest and gives her hope that not all is
lost. She said that Cloe sees the big picture and hopes there is something left to protect by the time her
generation is in charge. CM Busdieker thanked Nancy Renault for taking the time to make her voice

known to Council but corrected her and stated that Cascade Locks residents did not vote in favor of the
water bottling plant. She said they voted no on the ballot measure and that is not the same thing as a yes
vote for Nestle. CM Busdicker said it has been reported to her that a lot of people voted no on the
ballot measure because of the local control issue but they still don’t want Nestlé here, She said we will
never know exactly how many voters are for or against the Nestlé proposal. CM Busdicker thanked
JoDe Goudy for sending the City an official position from their Tribal Counsel on the water bottling
project. She said it is Council’s duty to honor the Treaty of 1855 and it was an honor to meet her in
Mosier last week. CM Randall again urged citizens to watch out for each other. He thanked staff for
everything that they do. CM Groves thanked Mr. Seeger for giving the right perspective on what this
issue is. She said she recently spoke with a lady from Parkdale who said there were a lot of people that
were confused on actually what the issue was. She said she explained to her what the Council feels is the
true issue. She said the lady thought that if the issue could have been addressed a little differently

more people would have seen exactly what was happening. CM Groves thanked her for asking the
questions. CP Walker thanked everyone for writing letters whether in favor or against the project. He
said it is very important for the young people to be involved because they are going to be the ones
carrying forward. He thanked the fire departments and others for their action during the fire at Mosier.
He said he didn’t agree with CM Busdieker’s statement that Council may never know whether the
people of Cascade Locks are in favor of the project or not. He said that question can come up at any
time and there could very well be a vote. He said he is encouraged by the people of Cascade Locks and
the high percentage of voter turnout in Cascade Locks. CP Walker thanked the public for attending.

CA Zimmerman said June 11® the City of Cascade Locks turned 81 years old. He said cake will be
served after the meeting.

Other matters. CM Busdieker asked who is responsible for dumping the garbage cans on WaNaPa
during the weekends. CA Zimmerman said the Public Works Department dumps the garbage cans on

the weekends. CM Busdieker said the overflowing garbage cans do not reflect well on Cascade Locks.
She said maybe the businesses could help take care of the garbage cans in front of their

establishments.
Executive Session as may be required. None,

Adjournment. Motion: CM Groves moved, seconded by CM Randall, to adjourn. The motion passed
unanimously by CM's Groves, Randall, Fitzpatrick, Walker, Busdieker, and Rutherford. The meeting
was adjourned at 7:45 PM.

SYNOPSIS: During the adopted budget year certain funds may experience expenditures and
revenues above approved category limits. Oregon Budget Law recognizes these events and allows

for transferring of funds between approved category limits.
'The Water Fund has experienced more revenue for connect fees due to the increase in new

construction, This increases the revenue for Water Meter Maintenance Fees and because we
transfer the fees to Capital Reserve we must recognize the increase to be able to fransfer the revenue

to Capital Reserve.
The CATV Fund is for the programming of our local CATV channels which Gorge Net has

purchased but the bills remain in the City’s name until the contracts can be transferred to Gorge
Net. The city pays the programming bills and then bills Gorge Net for the cost. Due to the increase
of programming fees that was not known at the time of budget this has created a shortfall in the

budget. There is no added cost to the City.
The Museum has used more utilities than budgeted for creating a shortfall in the budget.

SUBIJECT: Approval of Enterprise Zone Application for The Renewal Workshop

SYNOPSIS: The Renewal Workshop (TRW) is the new business the Port of Cascade Locks has
recruited into the Herman Creek Fiex Building Complex. TRW has applied for the property tax
relief sought through the Enterprise Zone process. This application was presented to the
County last week which they approved. Since the business is within our jurisdiction, we have

the opportunity to approve it, also.

As with other businesses that have received the property tax credit in the past, the total
exemption if they pay 150% of the median household wage to their employees is 100%. They
would not pay property tax on the value of the new construction and equipment. They would

still pay on the value of the fand.
In year 4 of the exemption, they would pay 50% of the regular property tax assessment.
In year 5 of the exemption, they wouid pay 75% of the regular property tax assessment.

During years 4 and 5, any property tax cellected would be split equally between the City, the
County, and the School District,

In year 6 100% of the property tax would be assessed and any property tax collected would be
split among the normal taxing districts.

MCEDD is our enterprise zone administrator.,
CITY COUNCIL OPTIONS: Approve or reject the application.

December 15, 1999 and is sponsored by the City of Cascade Locks, the City of Hood
River and Hood River County. The Hood River County Board of Commissioner has a
responsibility for reviewing and approving any agreements for the program which are
seeking extended abatement. In addition, the cities of Hood River and Cascade Locks are
co-sponsors of the zone so any company seeking extended abatement within City limits is
brought to the relevant city council for consideration and approval.

The Renewal Workshop is leasing building space at this property location from the Port
of Cascade Locks and has applied for extended abatement of property taxes for two
additional years beyond the standard three years through the Cascade Locks — Hood

River Enterprise Zone,

The location is within the boundaries of the Cascade Locks — Hood River Enterprise
Zone and that the business is a qualifying and eligible business as indicated on the
application. A pre-authorization conference was held on April 6, 2016 and the applicant
has since provided the necessary information to process their request. They have made
commitments to meet the statutory requirements of the extended abatement. They
anficipate hiting seven new employees and commit to paying all new employees at least
150% of the Hood River County Annual Average Wage.

Once an authorized business firm has placed its new, qualified plant and equipment in
service, it then files with the assessor to claim the exemption in each of the three to five
years allowed, subject to employment and other requirements, after that time, taxes are
fully imposed on the property at this assessed value. The existing tax base on land,
existing building and any existing equipment will stay on the tax roll. Only taxes on new
investment will be abated as a result of this authorization,

The City of Cascade Locks is asked to approve an agreement for the Renewal

Enterprise Zone. This same request will be presented to the Hood River Board of
Commissioners on June 20", The first three years (2017, 2018 and 2019) are in the
standard abatement period and qualify for 100% abatement. The enterprise zone sponsors
have the opportunity to negotiate local requirements in the approval of the extended
abatement request periods in year four and five. The Hood River Board of
Commissioners will establish the first level review for the attached proposed Agreement.

FIVE CONSECUTIVE YEARS IN TOTAL FOR CAPITAL INVESTMENT BY THE

RENEWAL WORKSHOP, INC.

The sponsor of the Cascade Locks — Hood River Enterprise Zone comprising the
governing bodies of the City of Hood River, the City of Cascade Locks and Hood River
County (hereinafter "The Zone Sponsor") and The Renewal Workshop, Inc. (hereinafter
"The Firm") do hereby enter into an agreement for extending the period of time in which
The Firm shall receive an exemption on its investments in qualified property in the
Cascade Locks — Hood River Enterprise Zone contingent on certain special requirements,

under ORS 285C.160.

The Zone Sponsor and The Firm jointly acknowledge: that subject to timely submission
and approval of an application for authorization and the satisfaction of other requirements
under ORS 285C.050 to 285C.250, The Firm is eligible for three years of complete
exemption on its qualified property; that nothing in this agreement shall modify or
infringe on this three-year exemption or the requirements thereof, and that this agreement
becomes null and void if The Firm does not qualify for these three years of the

exemption.

The Zone Sponsor extends The Firm's property tax exemption an additional two years on
all property that initially qualifies in Cascade Locks — Hood River Enterprise Zone in the
assessment year beginning on January 1, 2017 and, thus, sets a total period of exemption
of five consecutive years during which statutory requirements for the standard three-year
enterprise zone exemption must also be satisfied and maintained.

CONFIRMATION OF STATUTORY PROVISIONS

In order to receive the additional two years of entérprise zone exemption granted herein,
The Firm agrees herewith under 285C.160(3)(a)(A) that for each year of the entire
exemption period, all of The Firm's new employees shall receive an average level of
compensation equal to or greater than 150 percent of the county average annual wage, in
accordance with the specific definitions and guidelines in Oregon Administrative Rules
(OAR), Chapter 123, Division 65 (123-065-41110), which provides that:

1. Such compensation may include non-mandatory benefits that can be monetized;

2. The county average annual wage is sct at the time of authorization, except as pursuant
to ORS 285C.160(4), according to the 2014 Hood River County average annual payroll
rate of $32,463for which 150 percent (%) equals $48,695,

3. Only employees working at jobs filled for the first time after the application for
authorization but by December 31 of the first full year of the initial exemption and
performed within the current boundaries of the Cascade Locks — Hood River Enterprise
Zone are counted; and County average annual payroll rate of $32,463, for which 150
percent equals $48,695;

4. Only full-time, year-round and non-temporary employees engaged a majority of their
time in The Firm's eligible operations consistent with ORS 285C.135 & 285C.200(3) are
counted, regardless if such employees are leased, contracted for or otherwise obtained
through an external agency or are employed directly by The Firm.

LOCAL ADDITIONAL REQUIREMENTS

For The Firm to receive the additional two years of enterprise zone exemption granted -
herein, The Zone Sponsor and The Firm agree that The Firm shall do the following in
addition to statutory requirements as reasonably requested by The Zone Sponsor under
ORS 285C.160(a)(B):
1. Make a contribution in the amount of 50% of assessed taxes due during year 4
and 75% during year 5 to Hood River County. Payments are due to the Hood
River County office of Budget and Finance on the normal tax due date for the
affected years, Hood River County will provide a statement of assessment and
contribution payment due. If the Firm fails to meet the statutory provisions
outlined herein or fails to make the contribution then the full amount of the tax
obligation will be due.
2, The contribution received by Hood River County will be distributed in years four
and five as outlined below.

SYNOPSIS: The Public Works Department wishes to purchase a pressure washer trailer from
State surplus with the intention of turning it into a jet-rodder for sewer mains. This trailer
would also be used for cleaning equipment as it comes with a hot water pressure washer. A
500 gallon tank allows us to take water to remote Jocations for fire control during concrete and

| am writing to you today representing both the Hood River County Fire Chiefs and their
respective governing boards and councils. A new Senate Bill was passed and goes into effect on
june 2™ 2016 (SB 1513). SB 1513 authorizes counties to exempt up to $250,000 of assessed
value of each homestead owned and occupied by the spouse of a safety member kilied in the
Line Of Duty.

Naturally, any ad valorem taxes removed from taxing jurisdictions can be a sensitive
undertaking given the cost of services provided by those jurisdictions.

The adoption of senate Bill 1531 would demonstrate to those working or volunteering as safety
officers that their service is recognized by those they serve.

It is a benefit that we all hope will never need to be used.
Historically the fire service experiences about 80 Line of Duty Deaths (LODD) nationally ever

year. Hood River County has experienced only two LODD one was a heart attack occurring
during wild fand fire operations and the second due to an accident involving fire apparatus.

| understand the adoption or resolution approving this Senate Bill would be a process
undertaken by the County with cooperation of Safety organizations,

Fire Service professionals (both paid and volunteer) Police Officers and Reserve Officers.

The support and adoption of this bill by both elected and private citizens demonstrates that the
sacrifices we and our families make every day do not go unnoticed and that our elected officials

understand the importance of this bill.

We, the City Council of Cascade Locks, have determined that the truck traffic entering and
leaving the proposed Nestlé Waters North America (NWNA) bottling plant will create
unacceptable safety issues and traffic congestion on both WaNaPa Street and Forest Lane.
Therefore, all trucks entering and/or leaving the proposed bottling plant will be required to

follow designated truck routes as described below.

For West Bound Traffic Coming From Portiand

At the present time, and until further notice from the City of Cascade Locks, all trucks coming to
the bottling plant from the west via -84 must travel to Exit 51 at Wyeth, cross over |-84, return
to -84 westbound, and travel to Exit 47 and along Frontage Road to Forest Lane and the plant’s

location.

For East Bound Traffic Coming to Cascade Locks
Trucks coming from the east will use Exit 47.

For West Bound Traffic Leaving Cascade Locks

All trucks leaving the bottling plant and heading to the west will be required to travel east along
Frontage Road to the Exit 47 eastbound on ramp to 1-84, travel east to Exit 51 where they can

exit and return to 1-84 westbound.
For East Bound Traffic Leaving Cascade Locks
Trucks returning to the east will use Exit 47.

Working with ODOT, NWNA will post the appropriate Signage to guide trucks to these routes.

She indicated that she felt includ-
ing events in a 9”x18” space is beneficial for those who stop at Mulntomah Falls.
The group agreed and told Support Staff to move forward with the mockup.

B. Tourism Brochure Reprint. Support Staff indicated the new brochure reprint has
been sent to the printer and should have 20,000 copies delivered within the next
two weeks. Support Staff indicated that a photograph was included in the reprint of
a Photoshopped background. She spoke with the photographer, Michael Peterson,
who said that version was OK for one time, he indicated the he wishes not to see an
altered photo of his used in further publications/brochures or on social media. TM
Park stated that using a Photoshopped photo is an integrity issue and did not feel it
was appropriate. Chairman Fine said no other altered photos will be used in publi-
cations or brochures. TM Shelley stated Michael Peterson is a hired photographer,
in which Tourism dollars are being used to have a cache of great photos, he did not
feel it was appropriate to alter a photo by Michael Peterson.

11. New Business
A. CGRA Grant Submittal. Jursik and Winner spoke on behalf of CGRA’s grant

submittal. Jursik spoke about Sail the Gorge magazine indicating it was pub-
lished/printed quickly but felt the magazine turned out great, Winner stated some
of the articles needed to be re-worked and felt the magazine had a greater tourism
oriented direction than in the past. Winner stated now that the magazine is com-
pleted they would like to work on their website to tie it all together. CGRA is re-
questing $4,500 for the re-working of a new website to include more visitor in-
formation. Winner indicated that all advertisers have a hyperlink to their own web-
sites. TM Park stated the magazine looks great, she was impressed with the ads
from Cascade Locks businesses. Winner indicated that participants in sailing
events throughout the summer ask her about lodging questions and felt it would be
a good component to put on their new website. TM Park stated using Michael Pe-
tersons’ sailing photos with a hyperlink to Tourism’s website would be beneficial
for both parties. Motion made by TM Shelley to accept the grant in the amount of
$4,500 with the inclusion of a strong Tourism presence in way of hyperlinking, in-
cluding Tourism logo throughout the website and clear directions to visit the Tour-
ism website for lodging, dining, etc. info as well as including the map that is in the
current Tourism brochure in “Sail the Gorge”, seconded by TM Baseman. Motion
carried unanimously.

B. HRCH Grant Submittal. Pean indicated the amount requested is $283.99 for the
HCRH car tour celebration on July 23rd. She stated it is to cover printing ticket
costs. The group has been advertising on HCRH’s website, Eventbrite and several
publications. There will approximately be 80 cars during the tour and will stop off
for an hour and a half in Cascade Locks for lunch. TM Park asked who the partici-
pants are and where they are coming from. Dean stated as far as California, Wash-
ington and Oregonians will be in attendance with their carriage cars, She stated it
is mostly two people sometimes three in a car. Motion made by TM Park to accept
the grant in the amount of $283.99 with the inclusion of Tourism logo on meal
ticket and for Support Staff to work closely with Dean in creating meal ticket. Mo-
tion carried unanimously. TM Park asked if Michael Peterson could be in attend-
ance to take photographs, she asked if Support Staff could coordinate. Motion



made by TM Park to contract Michael Peterson to take photos for the event not to
exceed $300, seconded by TM Baseman. Motion catried unanimously.

C. Historic Museum Grant Submittal. TM Park stated the intent of the Tourism
grant is to support new projects however the money asked for is easily in Tour-
ism’s budget. TM Park asked Zimmerman to speak to the Historic Museum board
about the intent of the grant application by creating a new component to their
fundraiser or brochure or future events. Motion made by TM Park to accept the
grant in the amount of $452.00 with the inclusion of the new Tourism logo on the
brochure, reprinting of the brochure with discussed provisions included in the
grant application, seconded by TM Shelley. Motion carried unanimously.

D. Tourism Branding Consistency. Support Staff stated since the brochure has been
approved all adwork has been in the same “voice”, type face, color scheme includ-
ing photo assets from Michael Peterson. Support Staff stated TM Troeger wanted
this included on the Agenda and may have more information to input at next
month’s meeting on this topic. TM Park stated there was feedback from the Gov-
ernor’s Conference in regards to the Tourism brochure, she thought it would be
pertinent to add to next month’s agenda. She felt the feedback from Wieden and
Kennedy as well as Holly Macfee was important in moving forward with branding
and marketing,

E. PCT Days Volunteers/Booth Set Up. Support Staff indicated that volunteers are
needed for PCT Days taking place on August 20th. Support Staff said she will set
up the booth but volunteers are needed on Saturday. Fine stated she is happy to
help. The group asked for this to be put on the July and/or August agenda. Support
Staff stated having a better booth set up this year would be beneficial, she feels
having guests being interactive as well as winning prizes will get more booth par-
ticipants. She felt last year’s booth set up needed more activity. She asked for
Committee Members to think about volunteering as last year it was herself and Fi-
ne which made for a very long day. TM Park asked Support Staff to see if Michael
Peterson was available fo take photographs.
