Cascade Locks residents can dump yard debris only at the City Burn Pile every Tuesday and Thursday, 8:30 am - 3:00 pm at 105 NE Herman Creek Lane.
Fire Abatement Season: Each year beginning May 1, property owners are asked to keep their grass and weeds mowed to a height of 10 inches or less.  Please remove dead trees, branches and other debris from the property that could be a fire hazard.  Vacant lots are a particular concern.  Please make sure your property is clean and free of burnable material.
