5. Electric Master Plan Options
The Committee spent a significant amount of time reviewing a spreadsheet that tries to quantify the options for building a new substation.  The committee helped refine the presentation of the options.  Changes will be reflected on subsequent spreadsheets.  No decisions about the options were made, nor were recommendations made.  The discussion itself was informative for all attending.

6. Forensic Accountant Discussion

The Mayor has finally made contract with Matthew Graves. He will be available in mid-January to resume the tasks presented to him by the Council:

a. The Final Report on the construction of the new Fire Station
b. The examination of EMS Costs serving Multnomah County

7. Other Matters and Concerns

a. The Committee is interested in language that allows a leak allowance for water usage given certain circumstances.  Mr. Zimmerman will bring back language.
b. The Committee reviewed the bank statement and the Local Government Investment Pool statement and their relationship to the accounting system.
