Minutes
Budget Committee Meeting
April 30, 2014

1. Call to Order/Pledge of Allegiance/Roll Call: BCC Pruit called the meeting to order at 6:30pm. Budget Committee Members Carr, Randall, Walker, Kelley, Nielsen, Busdieker, Fitzpatrick (by phone), Brostoff, Cramblett and Budget Committee Chair Pruit were present. Budget Committee Members Sype, Helfrich, and Groves were excused. Budget Member Sullenger was absent. Also present were Budget Officer Zimmerman, Finance Officer Marianne Bump, Accounting Clerk Megan Webb and Public Works Supervisor Sheldon Price. 
2. Approval of Meeting Minutes of April 23, 2014 Budget Meeting: Motion: BCM Walker moved, seconded by BCM Nielsen, to approve the minutes from April 23, 2014 Budget Meeting. The motion passed with BCM’s Carr, Randall, Walker, Kelley, Nielsen, Busdieker, Fitzpatrick, Cramblett and BCC Pruit voting in favor. BCM Brostoff abstained.  
3. Approval of Property Tax Rate of $2.705 per $1,000 of Assessed Value for Fiscal Year 2014/2015: Motion: BCM Kelley moved, seconded by BCM Busdieker, to approve the property tax rate of $2.705 per $1,000 assessed value for fiscal year 2014/2015. The motion passed with BCM’s Carr, Randall, Walker, Kelley, Nielsen, Busdieker, Fitzpatrick, Cramblett, Brostoff and BCC Pruit voting in favor. 
4. Review & Discuss the following budget elements at this April 30, 2014 meeting: BO Zimmerman reviewed the SDC fund. There was discussion regarding the Parks SDC. FO Bump explained the funds are to be used for the development of City Parks. BO Zimmerman reviewed the Streets fund. BCM Cramblett asked what PWS Price had planned for street improvements. PWS Price said he plans on chip sealing the City’s stretch of Forest Lane. He said as long as the timing works out and he has enough man power he would like to do that this summer. He said they plan to do the best they can with what they have. BCM Busdieker asked what the line item for Contract Services Misc. includes. PWS Price explained that it could be used for the use of technician for programming or someone to come in and work on a pump. FO Bump said she could print a detail of what it has been used for in the current budget.
BO Zimmerman reviewed the 911 and Cemetery Funds. BCM Brostoff asked if there could have been a mistake in the insurance line item. He said it seemed very disproportionate to him. FO Bump said she will review that. BO Zimmerman reviewed the Cemetery Trust, Sewer Bond, OIB loan, OEDD loan, Museum Trust and Grant Funds. He explained the different grants that we are anticipating for the next fiscal year. BCM Nielsen asked what the CIS Risk Management Grant is. BO Zimmerman explained the grant and said that Staff would like to use those funds to make the front receptionist window/desk more ADA friendly. 
BO Zimmerman reviewed the Water fund. There was discussion about the water system upgrade grant. BCM Busdieker asked what is considered reimbursable projects. BO Zimmerman said it includes the projects that are done for customers with the customer reimbursing the City for the work being done and materials being used. BO Zimmerman reviewed the Sewer fund. BCM Kelley asked where the money that was used to make the OEDD payments is reflected in the budget now. BO 
Zimmerman said it is split between Capital Reserve and Contingency in the Sewer fund. There was discussion about the Water Meter Replacement line item in the Capital Reserve fund. BO Zimmerman explained that the plan is to start upgrading existing water meters so they will all be radio read meters. 
Motion: BCM Brostoff moved, seconded by BCM Busdieker, to end the meeting and continue on   Wednesday May 7, 2014 and 6:30pm. The motion was passed unanimously. BCC Pruit ended the meeting at 7:50pm. 
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
