	AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING A PERMIT PROCESS FOR THE TRANSPORTATION OF TIMBER, COMMERCIALLY HARVESTED WITHIN THE URBAN GROWTH BOUNDARIES OF THE CITY OF CASCADE LOCKS; AND REPEALING ORDINANCES 275 AND 285 AND ALL AMENDMENTS THERETO.





	WHEREAS, the Oregon State Department of Forestry is responsible for the enforcement of the Oregon Forest Practices Act, except in those areas within cities that have adopted their own commercial harvesting regulations; and,


	WHEREAS, the City desires to control the transportation of timber, commercially harvested within the City’s Urban Growth Boundary because of the potential direct and indirect impacts on the local roads and other infrastructure;





	THE CITY OF CASCADE LOCKS, HOOD RIVER COUNTY, OREGON, ORDAINS AS FOLLOWS:


	SECTION 1.  Purpose.  The purpose of this ordinance is to provide for a set of rules governing the transportation of timber, commercially harvested within the Urban Growth Boundary of the City of Cascade Locks.


	SECTION 2.  Definitions.  For the purpose of this Ordinance, the following terms are defined:


	Oregon Forest Practices Act.  Minimum standards for timber resources protection set by the State of Oregon for public and private lands in Oregon. 


	Commercial Timber Harvest.  Any timber harvesting that comes under the authority of the Oregon Forest Practices Act, as defined therein.


	SECTION 3.  Permit Required.  A person or entity seeking to transport timber commercially harvested within the Urban Growth Boundary of the City of Cascade Locks shall be required to obtain a permit from the City.


	SECTION 4.  Permit Fee.  A base fee set by resolution of the City Council to cover administrative costs to process permits and to inspect as necessary for compliance with City Ordinances.  A permit issued under the provisions of this ordinance shall expire one year from the date of issuance.


	SECTION 5.  Permit Process.  An applicant can obtain an application from the City.  The completed application, together with all applicable exhibits including a completed Oregon Department of Forestry permit, shall be submitted with the permit fee for review by the City Administrator, 15 days prior to beginning the harvest and transportation of timber.


	SECTION 6.  Notice of Permit Application.  The City shall give notice as follows:


(a)	The notice shall be posted on the local television channel and posted in two prominent locations within the City for 10 days.


(b)	The notice shall give the name of the applicant, legal description and general location of the property, the Department of Forestry permit number, the amount of timber proposed to be transported, and the dates on which the harvesting and transportation will take place.


	SECTION 7.  Permit Conditions.


	Permit conditions shall require conformance to the City Ordinances related to fire prevention, traffic congestion, dumping of hazardous materials, street maintenance, parking, noise, and other ordinances including those relating to public nuisances.


	SECTION 8.  Failure to Comply with Permit Conditions.  Failure to comply with permit conditions will result in:


(a)	A written statement issued by the City Administrator informing of an unsatisfactory condition, and specifying the corrective action to be taken within a definite time limit;


(b)	If corrective action is not completed by the owner/operator/trucker within a specified time to prevent or reverse the damage potentially caused by an unsatisfactory condition, the transportation permit shall be revoked.  The City may then complete the corrective action and the costs shall be paid by the permit holder along with all fines.  All fines and costs must be paid before the transportation permit will be reinstated.


Any person, firm, corporation or partnership found to be in violation of this ordinance can be subject to a fine not to exceed $250.00; each day a violation is found to exist shall constitute a separate violation.  This fine is in addition to any fine and/or costs imposed for the violation of other specific City Ordinances.


	SECTION 9.  Appeals.  Any decision of the City Administrator may be appealed by the applicant, to the City Council by filing a letter of intent to appeal to the City, within 15 days of the City Administrator’s decision.


	All appeals shall be set for public hearing at a regular City Council meeting within 30 days of the filing of the appeal.  The City Council may either affirm, modify, or reverse the decision of the City Administrator.


	SECTION 10.  Repeal of Prior Ordinances.  City of Cascade Locks Ordinances 275 and 285 and AMENDMENTS thereto are hereby repealed.
