	A RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING PERMIT FEES FOR THE TRANSPORTATION OF TIMBER COMMERCIALLY HARVESTED WITHIN THE URBAN GROWTH BOUNDARY OF THE CITY IN ACCORDANCE WITH ORDINANCE NO. 331; AND REPEALING RESOLUTION NO. 621.


	WHEREAS, the City has enacted regulations concerning the transportation of timber commercially harvested within the City’s Urban Growth Boundary, and


	WHEREAS, the State Department of Forestry enforces the Oregon Forest Practices Act on all public and private lands, and


	WHEREAS, the City finds it necessary for the owner or operator involved in the commercial harvest of timber within the City’s Urban Growth Boundary to pay all such administrative costs of assuring compliance with City ordinances;





	NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY COUNCIL OF CASCADE LOCKS, HOOD RIVER COUNTY, OREGON, RESOLVES AS FOLLOWS:





	Section 1.  Permit.  All persons, businesses, corporations, partnerships, associations, governmental agencies or organizations transporting the timber commercially harvested within the City’s Urban Growth Boundary shall pay the following fees:


(a)	Application Fee:  The applicant shall pay a $150.00 application fee at the time an application for a permit is submitted for review.


(b). Deposit and Costs.  The applicant shall pay to the City a deposit for such charges or costs as may be incurred to allow for the transportation of commercially harvested timber over the City’s local streets.


	SECTION 2.  Review.  If all conditions, fees and deposits have been met, the City Administrator shall approve the permit at the end of the review period specified in the Ordinance.


	SECTION 3.  Costs.  Upon completion of the transportation permit, the applicant shall pay to the City, less any deposit fee paid in accordance with Section 2, an amount to cover costs incurred resulting from said transportation: to repair any street, curb, gutter, sidewalk, stormdrain, sewer, water line, electrical service, and/or cable TV service, Fire Department response; and, to abate any public nuisance prohibited by City Ordinances that was caused by the transportation of the timber harvested.  


	SECTION 4.  Resolution No. 621 Repealed.  Resolution No. 621 is hereby repealed.


	SECTION 5.  Effective Date.   This resolution shall be in effect upon adoption by the City Council and approval by the Mayor.


	SECTION 6.  Expiration Date.  This resolution shall remain in effect until amended or repealed by the City Council.
